Agricultural Chamber in Podlasie operates in the province of Podlasie situated in north-east part of Poland. It was established in 1999 at Extraordinary General Meeting of delegates from former provincial Agricultural Chambers in Białystok, Łomża and Suwałki. Since 2002 Agricultural Chamber functioned in new organizational form. It is represented by 209 delegates belonging to 14 District Councils. In each county was elected Chairman of the Board and Delegate. These 28 members are part of General Assembly, at which operates Audit Committee and Problems Committees. In every county, Agricultural Chamber has a district office. This structure significantly simplifies service of county councils and simplify farmers access to Agricultural Chamber. 
According with the act about Agricultural Chambers and Statute, Agricultural Chamber in Podlasie fulfills tasks and responsibilities for solving agricultural problems. Tis organization gives opinions of law drafts about agriculture and local law. In addition Agricultural Chamber in Podlasie deals with organs of administration government and local self-government about legal regulations concerning agriculture, rural development and agricultural markets. It deals with advising, prepare analyzes, evaluations, proposals and projects financed under the RDP. It works for infrastructure development, agriculture and country development, improve quality of resources and equipment used in agricultural activity what has impact on improving quality of agricultural products. It cooperate with numerous of agricultural organizations i.a. Trade Union of Farmers, Agency for Restructuring  and Modernization of Agriculture, Agricultural Market Agency, Agricultural Property Agency, Podlaski Agricultural Advisory Centre in Szepietowo, Regional Agrochemical Station, Unions of Agricultural Producers functioning within the province and institutions such as: Regional Self-government in Podlasie, Regional Office in Podlasie, County Office, Agricultural Social Insurance Fund (KRUS). This collaboration has developed solutions which have impact on promotion of our region. 
After Polish accession to the European Union Agricultural Chamber in Podlasie informs farmer about rules of Common Agricultural Policy. It organizes trainings to improve the qualifications of people employed in agriculture. Every information about Chamber and other things which concerning farmers are deal with on web site www.pirol.pl and bi-monthly „Agroizba” issued by Agricultural Chamber in Podlasie.

In addition employees of the Chamber provide filling applications for direct payments, environmental programs, „setting up of young farmers” and many others. We apply for training projects co-financed from EU funds. One of the most important forms of action is giving law advices. Any legal advices are provided free of charge. Lawyer who cooperate with Agricultural Chamber in Podlasie represents farmers and group of farmers in court.
